This year, Tabitha Ministry launched 

Tabitha’s Furniture Nook two doors down 

from its clothing thrift store, Tabitha’s 

Closet. Like Tabitha’s Closet, all items are 

donated from members of the community 

and sold at thrift shop rates, typically at 90% 

off retail price. While most of the donated 

furniture is gently used, Tabitha’s Furniture 

Nook also frequently receives donated 

furniture that is brand new, such as 8 

sectional couches that were donated new 

from a furniture distributor.

Closet and Tabitha’s Furniture Nook 

generate the funding needed to support all 

out-of-pocket expenses for six residents in 

the Tabitha safe house, including housing, 

clothing, food, and transportation.
